Although close to London, the "Garden of England" 

is, once you get south of Maidstone and the M20, a rural paradise of tiny 

lanes meandering between sleepy villages.”

Both Russell (2 hours 57 for 80km) and Tim (4 hours 35 for 130km) received 

the Silver medal award for their efforts.
