Riders on machines 

ranging from recumbents through tandems and full suss mountainbikes to 

full on race bikes all braved the dramatically changeable weather. 

The event got underway at 6:00 with a sea of riders queuing up for the 

staggered start. Wave upon wave of riders filtered out of the leafy 

surroundings of Greenwich Park, through the East London suburbs and out 

into the Kent countryside. 

World Track Champion Vicky Pendleton officially started the event and 

followed the route in the Cyclefilm convertible . 

Riders crossing the line in Canterbury all commented on a how much they 

enjoyed the day and the opportunity to test their mettle on what is essentially 

a real Tour de France stage. Riding out of London from Greenwich park will 

be a once in a lifetime experience that these riders will not forget, and 

riders finished on exactly the same finish line as the professionals will next 

week during the Tour de France.
